· Designate senior AR

· Discuss left or right diagonal system of control

· Throw-ins, who watches: ball from behind head, feet over the line or lifted, etc.

· Stay with 2nd to last defender and/or follow the ball to the goal line

· Offside, hold flag until I see it or the ball definitely changes possession to opponents

· Flag fouls behind my back or blocked from my view such as an elbow in the stomach or face when I am behind the players. Be extra careful for fouls in the penalty area.

· Signal fouls, wiggle flag, wait for whistle, point in direction of restart. Free hand to shoulder for indirect. For PK, wiggle flag, wait for whistle, flag between legs.

· Penalty kicks, judge from near the corner, be a goal judge, step off the line if you see something wrong such as the goalie stepping off the line before the ball moves

· Fights or other disturbances: write down names or numbers of those involved

· Free kick, stay with “offside line” unless I wave you to the goal line

· Goal attempt, signal obvious versus not so obvious (discuss AR play on signal)

· “Not a goal”, stand by corner flag, I will come talk to you

· AR signals: a) Sub - hold flag overhead, b) “I need to talk” – hold flag across chest,

c) “I’m ready” – flag unfurled

· Point out injuries behind my back I don’t see

· Sub procedures, explain how to handle keeping subs off field until players are off field

· Mirror signals from other AR when needed so I see them

· Use lots of eye contact to be sure I see your signals before lowering the flag

· Talk to players, part of AR responsibilities, we are a team

· Have fun
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Pre-Game with Club Linesmen(s)

· Thank them for volunteering

· Discuss club line responsibilities including:

a) when the ball is in and out of play, ball completely over the line, etc.

b) what part of the field to cover

c) Flag when ball out and indicate direction if they are sure

· No offside flags by club linesmen

Tell both coaches that you are using club linesmen and advise them that you may miss some offside infractions. If using one AR and one club linesman explain that it will even out when teams change sides.
